‘Haazinu’, “hearken” O Heavens, Moshe sings in his last poetic song, calling Heaven and Earth to
be witnesses as he praises G-d. The song describes how the Land was allocated to the tribes
according to their numbers, how the Israelites had been cared for but became well-fed and
complacent, abandoned G-d, suffered, ultimately returning to G-d and protection from
adversaries. The Sages say that the words of his song include everything from the giving of the
Torah to the resurrection of the dead and everything that will happen to the Jewish people over
time.

Moshe reminds them not to behave like the heathens around them who worship powerless idols.
He reiterates that G-d is all-powerful:

“See now that I, even | am He, and there is no other g-d with Me;
| kill and I make alive, | have wounded and | heal,
And there is none that can deliver out of My hand”.

The commentators note that the heathens allocated individual powers to each idol, which were
really powerless, whereas the G-d of the Israelites was one divine source with all these powers.
The phrase “I kill and I make alive” was interpreted by scholars as proof of resurrection of the dead
within the Torah; that those that die can live again. “I have wounded and | heal” refers to G-d as
the true healer of sickness and suffering. Although a doctor may treat the sick, and a minister or
psychologist may care for the soul, the actual healing comes from the source of all life and death,
which is G-d.

These were Moshe’s final words before he was commanded to go up onto Mount Nebo where he
would die and “be gathered unto his people”. Although he could see the Land from afar, he would
not be allowed to enter it. He had struck a rock in anger when water had been slow to come forth
in the wilderness, lacking faith for that instant, and had not acted against the Midianites in a crisis.
But it has been said that “from Moses to Moses (Maimonides), there was no-one like Moses”; he
was an incomparable servant of G-d, a rare individual who “walked with” G-d and was literally face
to face with the Divine. He died alone on the mountain and no-one knows where his grave is. It
was meant to be this way so that his grave should not become a place of worship.

The Torah begins in Bereishit with Heaven and Earth being formed, and ends with Heaven and
Earth being called upon by Moshe to be eternal withesses when he is gone. His song is a true
“ethical will”: a statement of his faith and legacy, with two witnesses who administer it forever. Just
as the song at the crossing of the sea began the journey, this song ends the journey.

As a new year begins, where do we each stand? Are we “faithful servants” attempting to grow as a
spiritual community and help others in that journey? |, for one, can say that | see amazing events
happening regularly in our congregation. May we all be renewed together for a good year.

2 sticks celery

450g sweet potato
225g parsnip
