Parasha of the week

Tears in Heaven

Dear friends ,

Shabbat Shalom,

| am very excited as this Shabbat we will all join together finally after my family and my safe arrival
to Adelaide.

In contrast to our joy and happiness at arriving in the community, at the other side of the globe,
thousands of people have lost their lives in one of the biggest natural disasters in human history,
the earthquake in Haiti.

The Mishnah in Brachot chapter 9,Halacha 2tells us what we need to bless when we see a hg
phenomenon: “[ON  WITNESSING] SHOOTING STARS, “ZEVAOT” (EARTHEKES),
THUNDERCLAPS, STORMS AND LIGHTNING ONE SHOULD SM:-SSED BE HE WHOS
STRENGTH AND MIGHT FILL THE WORLD




The Gemora on Brachot p.59 explains what is Zevabnt

“AND OVER EARTHQUAKES [ZEWA'OTH]. What are ZEWA'OQTRL. Kattina said: A rumbling of th
earth. R. Kattina was once going along the road] arhen he came to the door of the house of a celjjai
necromancer, there was a rumbling of the earth.shliel: Does the necromancer know what this rumbing
is? He called after him, Kattina, Kattina, why skibunot know? When the Holy One, blessed be His {5
to mind His children, who are plunged in sufferamgong the nations of the world, He lets fall twarsanto
the ocean, and the sound is heard from one enldeoivorld to the other, and that is the rumbling”

Sometimes we think that if a disaster happens in a third world country, and so far away from us, it
is not relevant to us. What does the Gemora want to teach us as Jews when it describes
earthquakes as a result of G-d's tears? Are we reli  able for everything that occurs in the
world?

One of the worst illnesses of mankind is the disease of apathy. Especially in our generation, the
generation of TV and Internet, we are covered with a thick layer of cynicism and indifference, as a
result of a flood of information which drowns us every day. Frequent news, photos, headlines,
moving on the screen constantly, make all the disasters and tragedies another statistical item.

When we stop to shed a tear for all the world catas  trophes, G-D will cry instead of us.  When
a single person killed in a car accident does not cause us to cry, because statistically there are
millions of deaths a year in accidents; when we are indifferent to the suffering of prisoners and
their families, and do not care about the suffering of all the people of the world, then God tries to

provoke us, to shake us, to fight our cynicism, in order to finally really start believing in *“ Tikkun
Olam”... like the song: “Heal the world, make it a better place for you and for me and the

entire human race”...
Earthquakes must shake the strings of our hearts.

The last few weeks’ Parashot describe the first Holocaust that hit the Jewish people. Millions of
Jews lost their lives under the bondage of Egypt, men and women, the elderly and children. Only
a fifth survived from Israelite - However, we read the story every year, waiting for the miracles, but
not able to feel even slightly, the terrible grief of the children of Israel which were in Egypt. Why
shed a tear when we return to the story every year? Why do the strings of our hearts not tremble
when remembering the Exodus from Egypt every day?

The answer is simple - this is the root of all sins- the illness of apathy.
God's tears awake us from our disastrous apathy.

Let us be more caring and involved firstly in our s mall congregation.

We have now the opportunity to start a new eraof ¢ aring and loving for each and every Jew
in Adelaide.

| am praying to Hashem that He will lead all of us with humility to fulfil His will, and guide us
together to do only what is best for our community.

Place butter and icing sugar in afood processor and process untilwell combined.

Add 2 cups (300gm) of flour and process until the mixture comes together in a ball. Press into the
base of the prepared pan and chill for 15 minutes.

Place pan in oven and bake for 15 minutes. Set aside to coolwhilst prepared topping.

Finely grate rind from 2 of the lemons, then juice till you have 90ml of juice. Whisk together eggs
and caster sugar in large bow!| untilw ell combined. Add remaining flour and baking powder, rind
and juice. Whisk gently to combine.

Pour mixture over cooled base and return to oven for a further 30 minutes or until topping is set and
tinged golden. Cool in the pan, then cut into slices.
